The Government of the Republic of Turkey and the Government of the Kyrgyz
Republic being desircus of regulating relations between the two States {hereinafter
called "Contracting Parties") in the field of social security have agreed as follows.

PART 1
GENERAL PROVISIONS

Article 1
Defnitions of Terms

The terms used in the present Agreement shall be defined as follows:

Territory:
In relation to Turkey, the Republic of Turkey,
In relation to the Kyrgyz Republic, the Kyrgyz Republic,

Legislation: The laws, by-laws, regulations and other arrangements which
relate to the social security schemes specified in paragraph 1 of Article 2 of
this Agreement,

Competent Authority:
In relation to the Republic of Turkey;
The Ministry of Labour and Social Security

In relation to the Kyrgyz Republic;
The Social Fund, Ministry of Labour and Soctal Development

Competent Institation: The institution or institutions respensible for
implementing the legislation mentioned in Article 2 of this Agreement,

Insured Person: The person who is or has been subject to the legisiation

Period of Insurance: The period over which insurance contributions have
been paid or are deemed to have been paid under the legislation specified in
Article 2 of this Agreement,

Pensions and Benefits: All pensions and other cash benefits awarded undeg~

Article 2
Material Scope

This Agreement shall cover the regulations in the social security legislation of

both Contracting Parties regarding the following items:

A,

In relation to the Republic of Turkey;

) Invalidity, old age, survivor, work accident and occupational diseases
insurances, sickness and maternity insurance in respect of persons
employed under a contract of employment by one or more eruployer,

by Invalidity, old age, survivor, work accident and occupational diseases
insurances and maternity insurance in respect of self- employed persons

working on their own name and account without a contract of employment,

c) Invalidity, old age, survivor insurances in respect of civii servants and other
public officers.

1n refation to the Kyrgyz Republic;

a) Pensions for insurance against old age, insurance against invalidity
insurance for survivors,

b) Payments from pension accumulations,

¢) Benefits for temporary incapacity for work and maternity,

d) Benefits against accidents at.work and occupational diseases to a conce v
pesson or persons entiftéd to-payments in case of histher death,



e) Funeral benefits.

(2)  This Agreement shall also apply to any legislation which amends, revises or
replaces or supplements the legislation specified in paragraph I of this Article.

(3)  Application of this Agreement to the legislation concemning a new social
secumity scheme of a new social nsurance branch shall be realized through conclusion
of 2 new Agreement between the Contracting Parties for this purpose.

Article 3
Personal Scope

Unless otherwise provided in this Agreement, this Agreement shall apply 1o persons
who are or who have been subject to the legislation of each of the Coniracting Parties,
their family members antd survivors.

Article 4
Equality of Treatment

In application of the social security legislation of one Confracting Party persons,
referred 1o in the Article 3 of this Agreement, of the other Contracting Party have the
same rights and obligations as persons of the first Contracting Party.

Article 5
Export of Pensions

(1) Unless otherwise provided in this Agreement, pensions in the scope of Article 2,
awarded under the legislation of the Confracting Party which is responsible for
payment shall be paid at the same rate without deducting any transfer cost, to persons
within the scope of Article 3 of this Agreement even when they are resident in the
territory of the other Contracting Party. In case insured person resides in a third
_country, each Contracting Party shall pay pensions in accordance with its legislation.

(2)  Provisions of paragraph 1 of this Article shall not apply fo the payments whigk
are awarded on the cendition of permanent residence.

Article 6
Reduction, Suspension and Cancellation of Pensions and Benefits

(1) If a case, which occurred in one of the Contracting Parties, affects grantmg or
paying pension or benefit under ﬂl@—]ﬁg;giatmn of the other Contracting Party,
Contracting Party shall regard thls case:‘as 1f 11 occm-red in its own territory. /




(2) Granting and paying a pension or benefit in accordance with the legislation of
one Contracting Party shall not affect the right of the insured person for concurrent
granting and paving of the pension or benefit in the same or different types, specified in
the Article 2 of this Agreement, according to the legistation of other Contracting Party.

PART I1
PROVISIONS ON APPLICABLE LEGISLATION

Article 7
General Provisions

Unless otherwise provided in this Agreement,

a) The insured persons coversd under the scope: of this Agreement shall be
subject to the legislation of the Contracting Party, in which they are employed
and/or self-employed.

b) The insured persons who are employed and/or self-employed in the territory of
both Contracting Parties shall be subject to;

1. Inrelation to old age, invalidity, survivors” insurances, the legislation of the
Contracting Party where they permanently reside,

2. In relation to work accidents, occupational diseases, temporary incapacity
for work, maternity the legislation of the both Contracting Parties.

Article 8
Temporary Posting

(1)  Where a person employed in the territory of either Contracting Party is posted
by his/her employer to perform certain work in the territory of the other Contracting
Party s/he shall continue to be subject to the legislation of the first Contracting Party for
a period not exceeding 24 months provided that she maintains the employee status of

the same employer. =

(2)  Where a self-employed person who performs an occupation in the territorj‘f .éhfvv
either Contracting Party moves to the territory of the other Contracting Party to. a':ry'
out his/her occupation temporarily there, s/he shall continue to be subject tq‘ the'..
legislation of the first Contracting Party, for 2 period not exceeding 24 months. W




(3)  The petiod referred in paragraph 1 and 2 may be extended for up to 60 months
in total upon prior approval of the Competent Authorities or competent institutions of
both Contracting Parties.

Article 9
Personnel of International Transport Undertakings

(1) An insured person who is a member of the travelling or flying personne] of an
undertaking which, for hire or on its own account, operates international iransport
sevices for passengers or goods by road, rail, air or sea and has its registered office in
the territory of the other Contracting Party shall be subject to the legislation of the
Contracting Party where the registered office of the undertaking is situated.

(2)  An insured person who is employed by a branch office or permanent
representation established in the territory of a Contracting Party other than that where it
has its registered office shall be subject to the legislation of the Contracting Party in
whose territory such branch office or permanent representation is established.

Article 10
Crew Menbers and Workers on Vessels

(1) An insured person who is employed on board a vessel flying the flag of either
Contracting Party shall be subject to the legislation of that Coniracting Party.

(2)  If an insured person, who is employed in a port or the territorial waters of a
Corfracting Party but whe is not & member of the crew on a vessel, is engaged in
loading, unjoading and repairing a vessel flying the flag of the other Contracting Party
or supervises such activities, s/he shall be subject to the legisiation of the Contracting
Party of the port or territorial waters.

(3) A person who is engaged on board a vessel flying the flag of a Contracting
Party and who is paid for this engagement by an undertaking ar by a person that has its
registered cffice or place of residence in the territory of other Contracting Party shall be
subject to the legislation of the latter Party if s/he resides in that Party's territory; th
undertaking or person paying the remuneration shall be considered as employer fo%
purpose of the application of the said legislation. ”



Article 11
Diplomatic Missions and Consular Officials

(1)  Members of diplomatic missions or consular posts of either Contracting Party as
well as persons employed in the private service of officials of such missions or posts,
who are posted to the other Contracting Party, shall be subject to the legislation of the
sending Contracting Party. :

(2}  The persons, who are employed locelly to work in diplomatic missions or
consular posts, shall be subject to the legislation of the Contracting Party where they
reside. However, they may opt for the application of the legislation of the employing
Contracting Party within three months following the date of their engagement provided
that they are nationals of the employing Contracting Party.

Article 12
Exceptiens

The Competent Authorities of the Contracting Parties may agree on exceptions to
Articles 7 to 11 of this Agreement, regarding the legislation applicable to a person or
category of persons.

PARTIN
SPECIAL PROVISIONS

SECTION 1
WORK ACCIDENTS, OCCUPATIONAL DISEASES, TEMPORARY
INCAPACITY FOR WORK, MATERNITY, FUNERAL BENEFIT

Article 13
Allowances for Work Accidents, Occupational Diseases, Temporary Incapacity
for Work and Maternity

(1)  In entitlement to allowances for work accidents, occupational disea%
temporary incapacity for work and matemity as well as in determination of elrs
amount, the legislation of the Contracting Party where the concemed pers
employed or self-employed shall be applied and only the period completed in
territory of the Contracting Party where the concerned person is employed or se
employed shall be taken into account.




(2)  For the persons who are employed andior self-employed in both Contracting
Parties, the legislation of the Contracting Party where the case occurred shall be
applied.

(3)  For the purposes of the application of Turkish legislation, the term “allowances
for temporary incapacity for work”, used in this Agreement shall also cover allowances
for temporary incapacity for work in case of sickness.

Article 14
Funeral Benefit

Funeral bencfit shall be paid pursuant to legislation of the each Contracting Party and
only the period completed in the territory of the Contracting Party where the concerned
person is employed or self-employed shall be taken into account.

SECTION 2
OLD-AGE, INVALIDITY AND SURVIVORS

Article 15
Determination of the Right to Pension

(1)  Each Contracting Party shail determine the right to pension on the basis of the
period of insurance completed in accordance with its legislation. Pension shall be
granted under the terms and procedures stipulated in the legislation of the Contracting
Party granting the pension. '

(2)  If the pericds of insurance completed under the legistation of one Contracting
Party are not enough for determining right to pension, the period of insurance
completed under the legislation of other Contracting Party shall be taken into
consideration, in so far as the periods of insurance do not overlap,

(3} Where the insured person is not entitled to any pension as a result of application
of paragraph 2 of this Article, each Contracting Party shall aggregate the period of
insurance completed in its own territory with the pericd of insurance completed in the
territory of the third country, with which this Contracting Party concluded a social
security agreement; however, the periods of insurance which overlap shall not be taken
into account,



(4)  In determining the right to pension in terms of work in particular specialty, in
particular position or in particular work conditions and in organizations under the
legislation of one Contracting Party, similar periods of work completed under the
legislation of the other Contracting Party shall not be aggregated with the periods of
such work under the legisiation of the first Contracting Party. These periods shall be
taken into account as periods of insurance under general scheme.

(5)  Tor the Republic of Turkey, in determination of the periods of insurance one
menth of the periods shall be considered as equivalent to 30 days, and ome year
equivalent to 360 days.

Article 16
Periods of Insurance Less Than One Year

(1) I the total period of insurance completed under the legislation of one
Contracting Party is shorter than 12 months, the pension shall not be granted, except
when, according to that legislation, there exists a right to pension based exclusively on
that peried of insurance.

(2)  The competent institution of other Contracting Party shall take into account the
periods specified in paragraph 1 as if they had been completed under the legislation it
applies, for the entitlement to pension and the determination of the pension amouat.

Article 17
Caleulation of Pension

(1) If entitlement to pension under the legislation of either Contracting Party 1s to
be acquired regardless of the provisions of second and third paragraphs of Article 15 of
this Agreement, the institution of that Conlracting Party shall calculate the pensions to
be awarded solely on the basis of the periods completed under the legislation it applies.

(2)  If the person concerned acquires the right to pension through epplication of
second end third paragraphs of Article 15 of this Agreement, the calculation of pension
shall he made in accordance with legislation of each Contracting Party by taki%
account following tfems: .



a) Inrelation to the Republic of Turkey;

The competent institution shall calculate the theoretical amount taking inio
account all the insurance periods completed in both Contracting Parties, if
necessary, the insurance periods completed in third countries with which an
Agreement on Sceial Security is concluded as if they had been completed solely
under the legislation which it applies. It shall determine the actual amount of the
pension by multiplying the ratic of the period completed pursuant to its own
legislation to the total peried by the theoretical amount. In calculation of
pension, it shall take into account the earnings awarded or contributions paid
exclusively under the legislation it applies.

by [Inrelation to the Kyrgyz Republic;

In calculation of pension, competent institution shall take into account the
earnings awarded and/or contributions paid exclusively under the legislation it
applies.

(3)  Where the determination of the amount of pension depends on the number of
family members, the competent institution shail also take into account the numbers of
the family members residing in the territory of the other Contracting Party if there is
any.

PART IV
MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS

Article 18
Administrative Measures and Co-operation Methods

(1) The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shell make the
administrative arrangements necessary for the application of this Agreement.

(23 The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall communicate to each
other as soon as possible the necessary information on the measures taken for the
application of this Agreement and inform of any changes in their national legislation in
so far as these changes affect the application of this Agreement.

(3)  The competent authorities of the Contracting Parties shall designate liaison
bodies for the purpese of facilitating the implementation of this Agreement.



(4 The competent authorities and institutions of the Contracting Parties shall assist
each other on any matters relating to the application of this Agreement as if these
matters affected the application of their own legislation. Such administrative assistance
shall be free of charge.

(5} The medical control examination of the insured person who resides in the other
Contracting Party shall be made according to the procedures of the competent
institution of the other Contracting Party, on the request of competent institution of the
first Contracting Party. The cost of the examination shall be covered by the insured
PErson.

Article 19
Protection of Personal Data

(1} Unless otherwise provided in the legislation of either Centracting Party, the
competent authorities, competent institutions or liaiscn bodies of Contracting Parties
shall share with each other personal data for the purposss of implementing this
Agreement and legislation regarding this Agrecment.

(2)  The personal data shared under this Agreement shall be deemed confidential
and be used only in the application of this Agreement and the legislation to which this
Agreement applies. The other Contracting Party shall not disclose the information so
communicated.

Article 20
The Authority of Diplomatic Representatives

For the purposes of the application of this Agreement, the diplomatic and consular
authorities of each Contracting Party may refer directly to the competent institutions
and lizison bodies of the other Contracting Party to carry out activities in order to

represent them without a power of attorney.

Article 21
Use of Official Languages

(13  For the application of this Agreement, the competent authorities and tﬁe
institutions of the Contracting Partics may communicate with each other in one of their
official languages and/or in English.

(2)  No claim or document shall be'r%jémad on the ground that it is written in e S
the official languages of the othe \__cantractmg Party and/or in English.




Article 22
Exemption from Charges and Authentication

(1Y  Any exception, exemption from or reduction in the taxes, duties ar charges
under the legislation of one Contracting Party shall also apply to any declaration or
other document which is issued under the legislation of the other Contracting Party for
the implementation of this Agreement.

(2)  Further authentication shall not be required by the other Contracting Party for
any document or declaration issued by the official authorities of cne Contracting Party.

Article 23
Submission of Written Claims

(1) Any application, declaration or appeal which is submitted, in pursuance of this
Agreement or the lepisladon of either Contracting Party to a competent authority,
competent institution or Haison body of a Contracting Party shall be deemed to be
submitted to the competent authority, competent institution or Haison body of the other
Contracting Party.

(2)  Any application, declaration or appeal which should, under the legislation of
either Contracting Party, be submitted to a competent autherity, competent institution
or liaison body of that Contracting Party may be submitted within the same deadline to
the competent authority, competent institution or liaison body of the other Contracting

Party.

(3) In the cases mentioned in paragraphs 1| and 2 of this Asticle, the above
mentioned institutions shall, either directly or through the liaison bodies, forward

the other Contracting Party.

Article 24
Compensation for Damages

(1) Where cither Contracting Party awards benefit or pension on account of damage
oceurred in the second Contracting Party and it has the right to compensation against
the employers or the third persons under the legislation of second Contracting Party,
this righf to compensation shall be then transferred to the first Contracting Party. The
Contracting Parties shall assist each other as if they are applying their own legislation.



(2)  Where both Contracting Perties have the right to compensation for the same
damage, employer or the third person may pay for the compensation to the competent
institution of either Contracting Party, The Contracting Parties shall share the
compensation received according to the ratio of the benefits they have paid.

Article 25
Recovery of Undue Payments

(1) Where the competent institution of either Contracting Party has made an undue
pavment fc a beneficiary, it may request the recovery of the undue payment from the
competent institution of the other Contracting Party responsible for payment of the
corresponding benefit.

(2)  The competent institution of the other Contracting Party shall transfer the undue
payment by deducting it from the payments it will make to this person, on the
conditions stipulated under its legislation, as if this undue payment had been made by
i,

Article 26
Collection of Contributions

(1Y Competent institution of either Contracting Party shall request from competent
nstitution of the cther Contracting Party to collect the contribution debts of the person
from him/ter, residing in that Contracting Party.

{2)  This competent institution shall collect the amount of contribution debts as if
these are its own receivables according to the methods specified in its legls tm'ﬁr‘idt
transfer it to the competent institution of the other Contracting Party.

Article 27
Currency of Payment

() The competent institution of the creditor Contracting Party shall request undue
payment it made, in its own curency. Whereas the competent institution of the
Contracting Party collecting recievables owed, shall collect and transfer this amount in
its own currency.



Article 28
Resolution of Disputes

Any dispute about the interpretation and application of this Agreement shall be
resolved through negotiations between competent authorities or competent institutions
of the Contracting Parties.

PART VY
TRANSITIONAL AND FINAL PROVISIONS

Article 29
Transitional Provisions

(1} This Agreement shail confer no rights to benefits for any period before ifs entry
into force.

(2)  Any period of insurance complefed under the legislation of a Contracting Party
before the entry into force of this Agreement shall be taken into account for the purpose
of determining rights arising from this Agreement.

(3y  Where the requests for the rights arising from the eatry into force of this
Agreement are submitted within two years of the entry into force of this Agreement,
they shall be scquired as of the date of the entry into force of this Agreement. The date
of submission of the request shall be taken into account for the request submitted after
two years. In this case, the provisions regarding lapse of time, in the legislation of the
relevant Contracting Party shall not be applied.

Article 30
Amendment of the Agreement

This Agreement may be amended at any time upon the mutval written consent of both
Contracting Parties, Amendments shall enter into force in accordance wj
procedures determined in Article 33 of this Agreement,

Article 31
Duration and Denunciation of the Agreemeni
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This Agreement shall be concluded for indefinite period. Either Contracting PW
denounce it by giving six months notice in writing to the other Contracting Party.



Article 32
Maintenance of Acquired Rights

(1} In the event of denunciation of this Agreement, all rights acquired under the
Agreement shall be maintained.

(2)  In the event of denunciation of this Agreement, all processing related to the
rights to pensions and benefits on which no determination has been made yet shall be
concluded in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement.

Anticle 33
Ratification and Entry into Foree

This Agreement, being subject to ratification pursuant to national legislation of both
Contracting Parties, shall enter into force on the first day of the third month following
the date of the receipt of the last written notification by which the Contracting Parties
notify each other, fhrough diplomatic channeis, of the completion of their imternal legal
procedures required for its entry inte force.

IN WITNESS WHEREOQF, the undersigned, being duly authorized thereto, have
signed this Agreement.

Done and signed in two originals at Ankara on 9 April 2018 in the Turkish, Kyrgyz,
Russian 2nd English languages, all four texts being equally authoritative. In case of
discrepancy in the interpretation, the English text shall prevail.
